1.  ASCERTAINMENT OF QUORUM

Lisa Bluelake (Chair), John Schultz (Past Chair), Jennifer Amiott (Secretary), Jenny Biesack, Brent Hall, Carl Merkle, and John Ogan attended. A quorum was not achieved.  Mitzi Naucler (2009 BOG Liaison) and Shelly Dobson (OSB Liaison) also attended.  

2. AGENDA REVIEW

Agenda approved, with two additions by Lisa Bluelake: a letter for new OSB admittees; and Executive Committee attendance issues. 

3. REVIEW OF PRIOR MINUTES

Due to the lack of a quorum, the minutes will be reviewed at the May meeting.    
4. TREASURER’S REPORT

David Shaw was not on the call and no Treasurer’s Report was provided. 
5.  BUSINESS

a. Reports from Subcommittees:  
i. CLEs and Other Outside Meetings (Lisa Bluelake and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake announced that a Section-wide potluck and softball game have been scheduled for Sunday, July 19 from noon – 4PM at Sellwood Park in Portland. The picnic area is reserved for the whole day and the ball field is reserved from 1-3PM. The Subcommittee will discuss what types of food the Section will purchase (likely burgers, hot dogs, and veggie burgers). The Section will need to provide our own grill(s). Lisa asked anyone who has a grill that they could bring to the event to contact her or Jennifer Amiott.

ii. Attorney Practice Directory (John Schultz, Lisa Bluelake, and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake explained that the Subcommittee is still waiting on the webmaster to create a form to gather the directory information from Executive Committee members. Once the form is ready, the Subcommittee plans to work with the webmaster to create a test run of the directory with Executive Committee member information. Lisa Bluelake and Jennifer Amiott explained that the webmaster was unreachable for several weeks, and is now behind on several projects. Lisa Bluelake suggested that OSB may be able to provide more timely website services. John Schultz agreed to contact Melissa Robertson and/or David Shaw to obtain a copy of our contract with the webmaster. John will provide this information to the Attorney Practice Directory and Website/Newsletter/List Serve Subcommittee members for use in further recommendations.

iii. Writing Contest (Lisa Bluelake, Jennifer Amiott, David Shaw, and Steve Kelly): Lisa Bluelake explained that the announcement for the writing contest has been posted on the Section’s website, and that Lisa, David Shaw, and Jennifer Amiott have contacted the three Oregon law schools to advertise the contest. Lisa also explained that Steve Kelly, Pat Davis, and Jenny Biesack have agreed to serve as writing contest judges. The submission deadline is September 1, 2009. Lisa has not yet received any submissions or questions about the contest. 

iv. Website/Newsletter/List Serve (Jenny Biesack, Jennifer Amiott, and Lee Shannon): As described above, John Schultz will provide information about the webmaster’s contract to the Website/Newsletter/List Serve Subcommittee members for use in further recommendations.

v. Legislative (Chris Burford, Pat Davis, Doug MacCourt, and John Ogan): John Ogan did not have any legislative updates to report. Lisa Bluelake explained that she believes that the Executive Committee’s February 2009 vote on House and Senate bills was reported to OSB, and that no further EC action is needed at this time.  
b. Networking with ABA Indian Law Subcommittee (Doug MacCourt): Doug MacCourt was not on the call. This item will be discussed further at the May meeting. 
c. Complimentary Section Membership Inquiry (Lisa Bluelake): Lisa Bluelake explained that OSB asked if the Section wanted to offer free one-year Section memberships to newly admitted OSB members. Shelly Dobson reported that the Section offered complimentary memberships two years ago, but that no one accepted the offer. Shelly was unable to obtain statistics regarding what percentage of new admittees who received free section memberships ultimately became paying members of those sections. Lisa stated that the Section has not budgeted for the $5.25/member assessment that OSB would charge for these new members. The Executive Committee agreed to not offer free membership to new admittees.
d. Indian Law Section Letter to New OSB Admittees: Lisa Bluelake reported that last year, John Schultz sent a letter to new OSB admittees about the Indian Law Section. Lisa Bluelake will contact John and will update his letter for this year. Shelly Dobson stated that OSB no longer sends out new member packets, but that she could coordinate sending the letter to new admittees.

e. Executive Committee Member Attendance: Lisa Bluelake explained that the Section’s bylaws permit the Executive Committee to deem a member’s position vacant if the member fails to attend two consecutive meetings without an excuse, or misses four consecutive meetings even with an excuse. Both Rob Lothrup and Aeron Teverbaugh have missed four consecutive meetings. Lisa asked Brent Hall to contact Rob Lothrup. Brent reported that Rob is extremely busy working two jobs (serving as both Acting Executive Director and Legal Director of CRITFC). Brent stated that although Rob indicated that he would like to serve on the ILS EC in the future, Rob thinks that it would be best to replace him for the remainder of his current term. Jennifer Amiott agreed to contact Aeron Teverbaugh to assess her Executive Committee plans. Lisa Bluelake suggested that if Aeron does not intend to resign but does not attend the May meeting, the Executive Committee should plan to vote on whether her position should be deemed vacant. Lisa also asked for ideas about potential new members to replace Rob and possibly Aeron for the remainder of 2009. Jennifer suggested Direlle Calica, who works on tribal energy issues, and a new Indian law attorney at Orrick named Ethyl. John Ogan supported asking Direlle to join the EC, if she’s an ILS member. Jennifer agreed to contact Direlle about her interest in being nominated for the position. Lisa suggested that Suzanne Townsend and some other former EC members had made positive contributions to the EC but had stepped aside to allow new members to join. Judge Townsend may be a backup option if other potential new members do not work out.
