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1.  ASCERTAINMENT OF QUORUM

Lisa Bluelake (Chair), Doug MacCourt  (Chair Elect), David Shaw (Treasurer), Jennifer Amiott (Secretary), John Schultz (Past Chair), Jenny Biesack, Pat Davis, Carl Merkle, and Bud Ullman attended. A quorum was achieved at 9:25 AM.  Shelly Dobson (OSB Liaison), Chris Burford (ILS Legislative Liaison), Mitzi M. Naucler

(2009 BOG Liaison), and Indian Law Section member Diane Henkels also attended.  

2. AGENDA REVIEW

Agenda approved. 

3. REVIEW OF PRIOR MINUTES

David Shaw moved to approve November 18, 2008 minutes, Jennifer Amiott seconded.  Motion passed 8-0-0.  

Bud Ullman moved to approve December 16, 2008 minutes, Jennifer Amiott seconded.  Motion passed 8-0-0.  

David Shaw moved to approve January 27, 2009 minutes, Doug MacCourt seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  

4. TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer David Shaw reported that the end of the year budget for 2008 is posted on the website and reflects our expected budget. David indicated that the ILS ran a $2400 budget deficit in 2008, and ended the year with $7500 in reserve. 
5.  BUSINESS

a. Reports from Subcommittees:

i. CLEs and Other Outside Meetings (Lisa Bluelake and Jennifer Amiott): This discussion was held until the March meeting due to time.

ii. Attorney Practice Directory (John Schultz, Lisa Bluelake, and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake distributed a proposed list of searchable practice areas to the Executive Committee by email. Executive Committee members recommended deleting “Economic Diversification” from the list and separating out “ERISA” as a separate category. Jenny Biesack recommended that “Land Claims” should be separated out as its own category. David Shaw recommended changing the “Licensing and Trademarks” category to “Intellectual Property”, and deleting “Tribal Sovereignty” from the “Self-Determination, Self-Governance, and Tribal Sovereignty” category. The Executive Committee agreed to these changes, and decided that members could choose up to eight practice areas. Lisa explained that following approval of the list, the Subcommittee plans to do a test run with Executive Committee member information, and then make the Directory available to the ILS as a whole. Jenny Biesack moved to approve the list of practice areas, as revised, and authorize the Subcommittee to move forward with a test run. Doug MacCourt seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  
iii. Writing Contest (Lisa Bluelake, Jennifer Amiott, David Shaw, and Steve Kelly): Lisa Bluelake distributed a proposed announcement for the writing contest to the Executive Committee by email. Based on Executive Committee comments, a recommended page length of 10-40 pages was added to the announcement. Jenny Biesack recommended that “appropriately cited” language be added to the submission requirements. David Shaw moved to approve the announcement, as revised, and authorize the Subcommittee to move forward with publishing the announcement. Bud Ullman seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  
iv. Website/Newsletter/List Serve (Jenny Biesack): Jenny Biesack reported on her discussion with OSB’s Anna Zanolli regarding options for Executive Committee and Indian Law Section list serves. Jenny explained that any list serve can be easily undone, that questions and job postings would be appropriate uses of a list serve, and that Anna recommended that section-wide broadcast emails still be used for events and other issues that the whole section should be notified of (rather than a list serve). The Executive Committee and Section members on the call supported the list serve idea, and agreed that the Section should move forward with trying out both types of list serves.  
Jenny also reported that Anna will fix the link to the ILS website from the OSB website, and that the list of officers on the ILS website needs to be updated. Jennifer Amiott agreed to do so and to serve on the Website/Newsletter/List Serve Subcommittee.  Jenny also pointed out that the issue of posting minutes on the website was raised at a prior meeting, but was never voted on.
v. Legislative (Chris Burford and Pat Davis): ILS Legislative Liaison Chris Burford reported that HB 2312 passed the House and has had a second reading in the Senate Judiciary Committee. He expects a vote soon, and does not expect any opposition to the bill. 
Chris also emailed the Executive Committee a summary of additional House and Senate bills that the Section has been offered the opportunity to comment on, and explained that there has been little activity on these bills so far. Chris and the Executive Committee discussed each of the bills and the appropriateness of Indian Law Section comments on the bills. The Executive Committee chose not to take a position on HB 2285 (reducing crime of cheating at gambling from a felony to a misdemeanor), SB 106 (authorizing OYA to provide Indian tribes with anti-gang training), or SB 554 (prohibiting gillnetting on lower Columbia). David Shaw moved to support HB 5025 (funding state government agencies, including CIS), Bud Ullman seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  David Shaw moved to support SB 217 (funding cultural resource protection), Bud Ullman seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  Bud Ullman moved to support SJM 10 (urging Congress to designate tribes as “local education agencies”), Jennifer Amiott seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  
Lisa Bluelake noted that the Executive Committee approved reimbursement for Chris Burford’s travel expenses while testifying on HB 2312 before the House and Senate through two email votes (one for each trip). Each vote passed 13-0-0. 
b. Networking with ABA Indian Law Subcommittee (Bud Ullman): This discussion was held until the March meeting due to time.
c. Complimentary Section membership inquiry (Lisa Bluelake): This discussion was held until the March meeting due to time.
