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1.  ASCERTAINMENT OF QUORUM

Lisa Bluelake (Chair), Doug MacCourt  (Chair Elect), David Shaw (Treasurer), Jennifer Amiott (Secretary), Jenny Biesack, Pat Davis, Brent Hall, Stephen Kelly, John Ogan, Lee Shannon, and Bud Ullman attended. A quorum was achieved.  Shelly Dobson (OSB Liaison) also attended.  

2. AGENDA REVIEW

Agenda approved. 

3. REVIEW OF PRIOR MINUTES

Doug MacCourt moved to approve the February 24, 2009 meeting minutes; Bud Ullman seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  

4. TREASURER’S REPORT

No Treasurer’s Report was provided. 
5.  BUSINESS

a. Reports from Subcommittees:  Brent Hall moved to formally approve the Executive Committee’s five subcommittees; John Ogan seconded.  Motion passed 9-0-0.  Lisa Bluelake invited Executive Committee members to join the various subcommittees.
i. CLEs and Other Outside Meetings (Lisa Bluelake and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake explained that the Section is not required to hold a CLE this year, but that the subcommittee is likely to plan other types of events. Lisa reported that the U of O NALSA will be hosting two speaker events in April at the Many Nations Longhouse and proposed that the Section consider hosting a reception in conjunction with one of the events. Lisa volunteered to get more information about the events and possible reception.

ii. Attorney Practice Directory (John Schultz, Lisa Bluelake, and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake explained that this subcommittee does not currently need new members because it will likely merge with the website/newsletter/list serve subcommittee once the attorney practice directory is up and running. Lisa explained that the list of searchable practice areas has been finalized, and that the subcommittee is working with the webmaster to put together a form to gather the directory information from Executive Committee members. Once the form is ready, the subcommittee will work with the webmaster to create a test run of the directory with Executive Committee member information. Following the test run, the subcommittee plans to make the Directory available to the ILS as a whole. 
iii. Writing Contest (Lisa Bluelake, Jennifer Amiott, David Shaw, and Steve Kelly): Lisa Bluelake explained that the announcement for the writing contest has been approved and will soon be posted on the Section’s web site (hopefully by early April). Once the announcement is posted, Lisa, David Shaw, and Jennifer Amiott will each contact one of the three Oregon law schools to advertise the contest. Lisa explained that Steve Kelly has agreed to serve as one the writing contest judges. The contest entries will be judged sometime after the September 1, 2009 submission deadline. Jenny Biesack and Pat Davis also agreed to serve as judges.

iv. Website/Newsletter/List Serve (Jenny Biesack and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake explained that the attorney directory subcommittee will likely merge with the website/newsletter/list serve subcommittee once the attorney practice directory is up and running, but that the website/newsletter/list serve subcommittee could still use additional members. Lee Shannon agreed to join the subcommittee. 

Jenny Biesack explained that the Executive Committee and Indian Law Section list serves are up and running, but that the announcements went to some members’ junk mail. Lisa Bluelake explained that settings can be changed to make sure that list serve messages don’t go to junk mail, and that the welcome message has directions for unsubscribing. Shelly noted that members can call her, OSB’s member services, Sarah, or Michelle with list serve questions. 

Lee Shannon moved to post approved Executive Committee meeting minutes on the Section’s website; Jennifer Amiott seconded. Motion passed 10-0-0.  
Jenny Biesack stated that the subcommittee will be providing additional updates to the website, including job postings, articles, and selected writing contest entries. 

v. Legislative (Chris Burford and Pat Davis): Lisa Bluelake explained that former Executive Committee member Chris Burford currently serves as the ILS Legislative Liaison. Lisa reminded the Executive Committee that the Executive Committee voted on positions on various House and Senate bills at the February meeting.  Chris was not on the call, but Pat Davis stated that she would check in with him and report on the status of the legislation and whether any additional steps by the Executive Committee are necessary at the next meeting. Doug MacCourt and John Ogan agreed to join the subcommittee.
b. Networking with ABA Indian Law Subcommittee (Doug MacCourt): Doug MacCourt explained the proposed ABA concept of opening up communication with state bar sections to promote networking and other opportunities. Doug reported that he will be meeting with an ABA subcommittee this afternoon. He agreed to convey the Executive Committee’s general expression of interest in networking opportunities to the ABA group and to seek more information about what kinds of opportunities may be available. 
c. Complimentary Section membership inquiry (Lisa Bluelake): Lisa Bluelake explained that she received an email from the Bar in February asking if the Section wanted to offer free one-year Section memberships to newly admitted OSB members. The Bar would still charge the Section a $5.25/member assessment for these new members. David Shaw reported that the Section had not budgeted for this expense. Shelly agreed to obtain statistics regarding what percentage of new admittees who receive free section memberships ultimately become paying members of those sections. Lisa indicated that she would not be inclined to offer free membership to new admittees unless the statistics show that free memberships tend to help boost membership in the long term.
d. Inviting Section Members to Executive Committee Meetings (Lisa Bluelake): Lisa Bluelake explained that the Executive Committee has invited Section members to participate in Executive Committee calls in the past. The Executive Committee supported the practice. Lisa agreed to send a broadcast email out to the Section to let members know that they can be added to the Executive Committee notice list, and to also inform members that the Executive Committee minutes will be posted on the website.
