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1.  ASCERTAINMENT OF QUORUM

Lisa Bluelake (Chair), John Schultz (Past Chair), Doug MacCourt  (Chair Elect), David Shaw (Treasurer), Jennifer Amiott (Secretary), Jenny Biesack, Pat Davis, Carle Merkle, and Lee Shannon attended. A quorum was achieved at 9:23AM.  Shelly Dobson (OSB Liaison) also attended.  

2. AGENDA REVIEW

Agenda approved, with some changes in the order of business. 

3. REVIEW OF PRIOR MINUTES

Doug MacCourt moved to approve the March 24, 2009 meeting minutes; John Schultz seconded.  Motion passed 8-0-0.  Doug MacCourt moved to approve the April 28, 2009 meeting minutes; John Schultz seconded.  Motion passed 8-0-0.  

4. TREASURER’S REPORT

David Shaw had nothing to report. The Section has not incurred many expenses in the past few months.   
5.  BUSINESS

a. Reports from Subcommittees:  
i. CLEs and Other Outside Meetings (Lisa Bluelake and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake reminded the Executive Committee of the Section-wide potluck and softball game on Sunday, July 19 from noon – 4PM at Sellwood Park in Portland. Lisa will plan to purchase food (likely burgers, hot dogs, veggie burgers, buns, and condiments) at Costco. David Shaw reported that the Section has $300 in the budget for miscellaneous and $135 in the Executive Committee account, which should adequately cover food costs. John Schultz will bring two grills and coolers with ice, with help from Doug MacCourt and his truck. John also suggested coordinating food categories (side dish, salad, dessert, etc.) among the Executive Committee to ensure some variety. In addition, John recommended that following the next Executive Committee meeting, each Executive Committee member call 5-10 Section members to personally invite them to the event. This recommendation will be discussed further at the June meeting.  Lisa reported that some Section members have indicated that they are planning to attend (, but that we don’t have an estimate for attendance yet. Lisa also reported that NIBA will announce the potluck to their members. David confirmed that there are currently approximately 163 Section members, with six complimentary memberships.
ii. Attorney Practice Directory (John Schultz, Lisa Bluelake, and Jennifer Amiott): Lisa Bluelake explained that the Subcommittee is still waiting on the webmaster to create a form to gather the directory information from Executive Committee members. Once the form is ready, the Subcommittee plans to work with the webmaster to create a test run of the directory with Executive Committee member information. 
iii. Writing Contest (Lisa Bluelake, Jennifer Amiott, David Shaw, and Steve Kelly): Lisa Bluelake explained that she has not yet received any submissions or questions about the contest. 

iv. Website/Newsletter/List Serve (Jenny Biesack, Jennifer Amiott, and Lee Shannon): Lisa Bluelake explained that because webmaster Roger Wang was unreachable for several weeks (for the second time this year) and was behind on several projects, the Website and Attorney Practice Directory subcommittees began exploring termination and alternate website service providers. The webmaster contacted Jennifer Amiott on Friday, however, and has completed all but the attorney directory tasks. Roger indicated that the attorney directory should be complete by next week, and that he would send us more details on how to use and maintain that directory. Lisa reported that OSB can provide free website services through Homestead, which can be updated by the Executive Committee, but that a Homestead site cannot support an attorney directory. OSB referred Jenny Biesack to Paul Tichy, who serves as webmaster for the Real Estate and Land Use section website (and others). The Real Estate and Land Use section website includes an attorney practice directory and has some password protected content. Jenny Biesack explained that our current website domain name is ours, that Roger Wang is the website host, and that the website is on his server. Jenny also reported on her contact with OSB’s Anna Zanoli, who suggested that attorney directories are a serious undertaking and require continuous updates. Lisa reported that the Section pays Roger Wang $86.95/month for hosting and maintenance, but that we do not know Paul Tichy’s rates. John Schultz agreed to contact Melissa Robertson to try to obtain a copy of the attachment to our contract with Roger Wang, which is missing from the copy that the subcommittee members have, and which explains the webmaster’s maintenance responsibilities. Lisa suggested that the two subcommittees continue to work on this issue, and seek more information about Paul Tichy’s rates and services. The Section will discuss the issue further at the June meeting—which will give us a month to evaluate Roger Wang’s progress with the web site.
v. Legislative (Chris Burford, Pat Davis, Doug MacCourt, and John Ogan): Chris Burford was not on the call, but did send a legislative update to the subcommittee by email. Lisa Bluelake will forward Chris’ email to the Section.  
b. Networking with ABA Indian Law Subcommittee (Doug MacCourt): This item will be discussed further at the June meeting. 
c. Appointment of New Members:  Lisa Bluelake explained that the Executive Committee needs to appoint two new members to fill the positions left vacant by the resignations of Rob Lothrup and Aeron Teverbaugh. The appointed members will serve for the remainder of 2009. Lisa Bluelake summarized the steps she has taken toward filling these vacancies (she has also kept the Executive Committee updated on her progress via email). First, Lisa looked at the results of the 2006 Indian Law Section survey, which asked, among other questions: “Would you be interested in serving as a member of the ILS Executive Committee?” Six current Section members responded “yes.” However, one such member has already served on the Executive Committee and another does not appear to be practicing law at this time. Lisa therefore contacted the remaining four members by email: Craig Dorsay (in private practice; has worked in Indian law for 25-30 years; currently represents Siletz and works / has worked with several other tribes; worked at NAPOLS earlier in his career; has served on the Executive Committee in the past, but not recently); Diane Henkels (independent practitioner; has worked for Umatilla; Chair of OSB Natural Resources Section); Dave Cummings (works for Nez Perce); and Michael Grieser (Grand Ronde Tribal member; works for PDC; went to Lewis & Clark Law School (graduated with Jennifer Amiott); attended the Section’s annual meeting two years ago). Craig and Michael are interested in serving on the Executive Committee. Dave did not respond. Diane stated that she would prefer not to commit to serve until next year, but that she would serve if we really needed her. Lee Shannon moved to appoint Craig Dorsay and Michael Grieser to the Executive Committee; Doug MacCourt seconded.  Motion passed 8-0-0.  Lisa Bluelake will contact Craig and Michael and invite them to attend the June meeting.
